Fabric Requirements: 

Red (Item #27124-1)`  1 ¼ Yards  
         
Blue (Item #27129-3) ̀   1 Yard    
 
Cream (Item #27131-2)  1 1/8 Yards  
 
Binding Fabric (Your Choice) ½ Yard 
 
Backing Fabric (Your Choice) 2 2/3 Yards  
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Cutting Instructions: 

Red (Item #27124-1)   1 ¼ Yards  Cut 8 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric                          
            Sub Cut 60 – 5” Squares 

Blue (Item #27129-3)   1 Yard  Cut 3 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
                                                                Sub Cut 24 – 5” Squares                                                      
                                                              Cut 5 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the Fabric 

Cream (Item #27131-2)  1 1/8 Yards Cut 5 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
                                                                            Sub Cut 36 – 5” Squares  
                                                                         Cut 5 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
 
Binding Fabric (Your Choice): ½ Yard Cut 6 Strips the Width of the Fabric  
 
Backing Fabric (Your Choice): 2 2/3 Yards Cut 2 – 1 1/3 Yard Pieces (Horizontal Seam) 

 

Red/Blue Half-Square Triangles – Make a total of 48: 

• Place a red 5” square – right sides together – on top of a blue 5” square.  Make a total of 24 sets.  
Draw a line across the diagonal and stitch a seam ¼” on each side of the drawn line.  Be sure to use a 
pencil or a marking tool that is water soluble.  (Ink may bleed onto your quilt when you wash it!)  
Cut on the drawn line.   

• Open the half-square triangles and press the seams open.  Each set of squares will make two half-
square triangle units.  These blocks will be slightly larger than 4 ½”.  Square these half-square 
triangles up to 4 ½” using the Charming Stashbuster Ruler.   
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Red/White Half-Square Triangles – Make a total of 72: 

• Place a white 5” square – right sides together – on top of a red 5” square.  Make a total of 36 
sets.  Draw a line across the diagonal and stitch a seam ¼” on each side of the drawn line.  Be 
sure to use a pencil or a marking tool that is water soluble.  (Ink may bleed onto your quilt when 
you wash it!)  Cut on the drawn line.   

• Open the half-square triangles and press the seams open.  Each set of squares will make two half-
square triangle units.  These blocks will be slightly larger than 4 ½”.  Square these half-square 
triangles up to 4 ½” using the Charming Stashbuster Ruler.

Piecing the Center: 

• Using the picture as a guide, sew together twelve red/white half-square triangles to form a 
row.  Make two rows of red/white half-square triangles. 

• Using the picture as a guide, sew together twelve red/blue half-square triangles to form a 
row.  Make four rows of red/blue half-square triangles. 

• Sew these six rows together to make the center of the quilt. 

Inner White Borders: 

• Trim away the selvages and sew the five 2 ½” white strips together – end to end – to make one 
long strip.   
 

• Cut 2 – 2 ½” x 48 ½” strips for the side borders.  Sew these border strips to the two long sides of 
the center of the quilt.  Press the seams toward the border strips. 
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• Cut 2 – 2 ½” x 28 ½” strips for the top and bottom borders.  Sew these border strips to the two 
short sides of the center of the quilt.  Press the seams toward the border strips. 



Inner Blue Borders: 

• Trim away the selvages and sew the five 2 ½” blue strips together – end to end – to make one 
long strip.   

 
• Cut 2 – 2 ½” x 52 ½” strips.  Sew these strips to the long sides of the center of the quilt.  Press 

the seams toward the blue border strips. 
 
• Cut 2 – 2 ½” x 32 ½” strips from the remaining long strip.  Sew these strips to the short sides of 

the center of the quilt.  Press the seams toward the blue border strips. 

Piecing the Borders: 

• Using the picture as a guide, sew together fourteen red/white half-square triangles to form a row.  
Make two rows of fourteen red/white half-square triangles. 

• Sew these pieced rows to the long sides of the center of the quilt. 

• Using the picture as a guide, sew together ten red/white half-square triangles to form a row.  
Make two rows of ten red/white half-square triangles.   

• Sew these pieced rows to the short sides of the center of the quilt. 

• Quilt as desired.

Cut 8 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric              
Sub Cut 57 – 5” Squares 
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Blue Fabric (1 Yard): 

   

Cut 4 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
Sub Cut 28 – 5” Squares                            

Cut 5 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the Fabric
