Red (Item #27127-1):   1 Yard 

Navy (Item #27136-5):   1 ¼ Yards 

Cream (Item #27127-2):   1 Yard 

Backing Fabric (Your Choice):  2 2/3 Yards

Red (Item #27127-1):  1 Yard          Cut 3 – 5” Strips the Width of the Fabric

       Cut 5 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
 
Blue (Item #27136-5):  1 ¼ Yards Cut 8 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the  Fabric 
                                                                         Cut 6 Strips the Width of the Fabric for the Binding 
                                                                                        (Choose your Favorite Width up to 3”) 
 
Cream (Item #27127-2):  1 Yard  Cut 13 – 2 ½” Strips the Width of the Fabric 
 
Backing Fabric (Your Choice):  2 2/3 Yards Cut 2 – 1 1/3 Yard Pieces (Horizontal Seam) 

Red Four-Patches: 

• Sew a red 2 ½” strip to a cream 2 ½” strip along the length of the fabric.  Press the seams toward the red 
strips.  Make a total of five strip sets.  The width of these strip sets should be 4 ½”.

• Cut each strip set into 16 – 2 ½” segments.  You need 70 segments of two squares.   

Four-Patches – Make a total of 35: 

• Sew two segments of two squares together –  
butting seams to form a four-patch. 

Blue Stiped Segments: 

• Sew a navy 2 ½” strip to a cream 2 ½” strip along the length of the fabric.  Press the seams toward the blue 
strip.  Make a total of eight strip sets.  The width of these strip sets should be 4 ½”.

Cut each strip set into 8 – 5” segments.  You need 10 segments of two squares.   
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Putting It All Together: 

• Using the picture as a guide, lay out the blue striped segments; the 5” red squares and the four-patches.  
Sew these units together to complete your quilt top.
